Kopaonik, the largest mountain range in Serbia, extends
from the northwest to the southeast for 80 km, and has
a width of around 40 km in the middle. The highest
section of Kopaonik is the spacious Ravni Kopaonik
plateau around which rise Suvo Rudiste and Pancicev
Vrh (the highest peak at 2017 m).

Kopaonik mountain is especially beautiful for its distinctive
landscape of dense coniferous forests (spruce and fir) at
higher elevations and mixed beech and oak forests on its
slopes, pastures and meadows and prominent peaks from
which views extend to the Sar Mountains and the Komovi
and Stara Planina mountains.
